Key Phrases

· Is the law sin?: Paul asked the question, not because he needed an answer, but because he wanted them to think about the question.
· Would not have known sin except through the law: The law provides us with an understanding of sin but does not provide us with forgiveness of sin.
· Taking opportunity by the commandment: Instead of reading the law as a warning, sin reads the law as a welcome.
· Apart from the law sin was dead: Without the law, sin goes unnoticed. 
· Was to bring life, I found to bring death: Even though the law was given to show us how to live, it still showed us that we deserved death.
· The law is holy, and the commandment holy: The law provides us with an awareness of sin and a pattern for living.
